» His occupation was that of a Public Servant (Lands Dept)

« William Brennan enlisted on 30 October 1914,
in Brisbane, aged 42 years and 8 months (given
on Attestation Papers, but other sources give
3/9/14 as date of enlistment)

» He was attached to the 15th Infantry Battalion
as a Private

e On 22 December 1914 he embarked with his
Unit on the HMAT A40, Ceramic, Melbourne,
aged 42 years

» He was promoted to Lance Corporal during his
service in Gallipoli

e Lance Corporal William BRENNAN was 'Killed
in Action’, at the notorious Quinn’s Post,
Gallipoli, on 18 May 1915, aged 43 years 4
months
