He attended Allora State School
His occupation was that of an Auctioneer’s Clerk in Allora

Joseph (Joe) BURGE QSA

Joseph BURGE enlisted on 14 September 1914 as a
Lieutenant in the 2nd Light Horse Regiment
On 24 September 1914 he embarked with his Unit on
HMAT Star of England from Brisbane 
From 12 May 1915 he was Involved with the AIF with
his Unit at 'ANZAC' / Gallipoli
For the next 3 months he was involved as a Lieutenant
in the 2nd Light Horse Regiment in the August
Offensive at Lone Pine, Suvla Bay, Sari Bair, The Nek
and Hill 60 on the Gallipoli Peninsular
Lieutenant Joseph BURGE was Killed In Action on 7
August 1915 at Gallipoli, aged 36 
His war service was in Gallipoli and the Middle East.
